STEPS TO CREATE CUSTOM FIELD LABEL #1:

1. On the navigation bar, click on “Facility” and select “Customize Forms”. A screen titled    “Custom Options” should appear.

2. Under Custom Field Labels go to “Form Type” and select “CDC-Defined-PS-Event”.

3. Next, select Form to customize. This list contains all CDC-Defined Events in NHSN. Select: “BSI-Bloodstream Infection”. The next field “Description” will automatically populate. 

4.  Labeling the fields:

· The next field is “Date”.
· Label 1:  Enter the label for this field as “ICU ADMISSION”
· The next field is “Date”.  
· Label 2: Enter the label for this field as “INSERTION DATE”
· The next field is “Alphanumeric”

· Label 1:  Enter the label for this field as “UNIT TYPE”

Data will be entered into these custom fields if the event meets ALL of the following criteria:

· Central Line is inserted in a non-inpatient unit prior to initial ICU admission
